DEDICATED TO AGRICULTURE
No one shall act as judge who is related to any person competing for a premium. If any
exhibitor files with the Superintendent a written statement that the judges or any awarding
committee have been interfered within the performance of their duties, by a false
statement, by a letter or circular or otherwise, or that one of the judges is related to the
successful competitor, or have been directly or indirectly interested in the case in which he
acts as committeeman, it shall be the duty of the board to withdraw premium until all the
faces have been submitted to the board of directors.

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OPEN CLASS ENTRIES
All classes and departments are open to entries from all counties and stated as open,
except 4-H and F.F.A. Department. The exceptions for these departments are listed in the
rules under the specific departments.

ALL OPEN LIVESTOCK ENTRIES must be made at the Cherokee County Extension
Office, Box 148, Columbus, Kansas not later than 5:00 p.m., Friday, June 22nd or a
$25.00 late fee can be paid until Friday, June 29th at 5:00 p.m. All such entries will have
guaranteed pre-assigned stall space. All livestock must be in place by 10:00.a.m. Tuesday,
July 24th. All open livestock tattoos and registration papers will be checked after 10:00 AM
on Tuesday, July 24th. A time and designated place will be posted. Early entries will be
guaranteed space. All entries may be removed at 10:00 p.m. Saturday, July 28th, after the
Livestock Premium Sale. No animals can be released until this time without approval from
the Fair Board Office.
QUONSET HUT: Please note only two entries in any class per exhibitor. Quonset hut
entries will be accepted beginning at 6:00 PM, till 7:00 PM July July 23rd, Sunday night and
then open again July 24th, Monday morning 7:00 AM till 10:00 AM. Quonset hut judging will
start Monday after 11.00 AM. All judging is closed to public. Crops, Home Economics,
Flowers, Fine Arts, Photography & Crafts, and Amateur Wine competition entries must be
made and in place by 10:00 a.m., Monday July 23rd. All Quonset hut entries may be
removed after 9:30 PM, Saturday July 28™". All ribbons will be awarded on the quality of
craftsmanship, not due to the number of entries in the class. If there is one entry in
the class, that doesn’t mean you get the 1st place. When an entry is made of an article,
the Superintendent will give the party a card in duplicate, which will contain the number of
entry class and must be attached to the article. No person shall receive more than one
award on the same entry in the same class it is exhibited.
CLASSIFICATIONS: A — Adults (Amateur) (Anyone over 19 years old)

T — Teens (Amateur) (13 to 18 years old)

J —Juniors (Amateur) (12 years old and younger

P — Professional
CAMPERS: Camping spaces will go on sale beginning June 29" at 9:00 a.m. This is a first
come first serve assignment. Those planning to camp during the fair week are required to
pay a $60 fee (payable to the American Legion Fair Board) which can be left at the
Extension Office. Assigned spaces will be given upon payment. *Due to the limited
amount of space available they will be sold for placement of a tent or camper only. Tents
not using electric will pay $20. (Fair Board 4-03).
A fire lane will be marked off through the camping area. There will be no parking in
the fire lane. This will be a tow away area at the owner’s expense. If you do not have
room to park your vehicles in your camping area then you need to park someplace
else.

GENERAL INFORMATION AND RULES FOR BOTH OPEN AND 4-H/FFA

No dogs on fairgrounds except dogs in the 4-H Dog Show, which are allowed only on day
of the show and they must be on leash. No parking between the 4-H bathrooms and
north side of livestock barns at all times, except while loading/unloading. This will be
a tow away at owner’s expense. No grooming chutes on the north end of stock sheds. All
livestock trucks and trailers left over 24 hours must be parked in designated area, on the
rodeo grounds. Every animal entered in competition for prizes must be owned by the
exhibitor unless shown in a group. Competition for Championship honors must be limited to
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the first and second winners in the individual classes. Entries must be made in every case
in which the animal is to be shown, either as an individual or as a member of a herd group
or pair, except in the case of championships.
No animal can be entered in more than one individual class. Any person making a
false entry or misrepresenting his animal as to age, or any other manner, will forfeit any
prize that may have been awarded and will be excluded from all competition. No Premium
shall be awarded to any animal or article that is unworthy. In case there is no competition,
only one prize may be awarded and this shall be determined by the judge on merit and over
his signature.

RULES FOR BOTH OPEN & 4-H/FFA

Every rule in the premium list will be strictly adhered to and no exceptions.

The Annual Fair of the Association will be held July 24" — July 28" inclusive, unless
postponed or extended by the management which hereby reserves the right to do so, for
any case or causes whatsoever deemed necessary for the good of all parties concerned.

No disorderly conduct of any kind will be permitted. A police force will be on the grounds
sufficient to see that all rules are obeyed.

No persons will be allowed in the Exhibit Building during judging except judges and Fair
Officials.

All Livestock, poultry, and rabbit exhibitors will be responsible for caring for their exhibits.
All cooling systems will be provided by the fair board. No personal fans, coolers, misters, or
foggers will be allowed unless voted and approved by the fair board.

No animals shown in 4-H/FFA market classes will be allowed to show in open
breeding classes the same year.

All livestock must remain in their stalls from 9:30 a.m. to 9:30 p.m. each day of the fair.
Animals can be fed and watered at any time, but must remain stalled between 6:00 p.m.-
9:30 p.m. Pens and stalls must be cleaned before 6:00 p.m. No tractor use should be done
between 6-9:30 p.m. for the safety of spectators.

Lights will be shut off at midnight in the barns during fair week (except in the area which
will be showing their species the following day, lights can be left on there later, if
necessary). A 1:00 a.m. curfew will be in place with adults and superintendents
coordinating this effort.

RULES TO BE OBSERVED BY JUDGES IN THE ARENA

During the exhibition in the arena no person will be allowed inside the ring except the
judges and members of the board of directors and patrties in charge of the stock.

Exhibitors are not permitted to address the judge (unless spoken to by said judge while
he/she is in performance of his duties).

SUPERINTENDENTS - RULES

The superintendents will not allow any person to examine the entry books, nor give
information as to entries made.

Every article or animal on the grounds shall be under the control of the association, and

while every precaution will be taken for the safekeeping of the same, neither the
association, its officers, or agents, will be responsible in any case of loss, damage, or
accidents that may occur.

To be eligible for competition, whether single or group, animals must be the bonafide
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property of exhibitors and all animals entered for competition, except when otherwise
specified, must be owned by the exhibitor prior to making entry. Should any be otherwise
entered, they will forfeit any premiums awarded by the judges.

The board of directors reserves the right to withhold premiums awarded in cases where it

shall appear that the regulations have not been complied with or that fraud or deception
has been practiced or attempted.

Each superintendent of a department shall direct the arrangement for all entries or
animals on exhibition in his/her departments.

Each superintendent of exhibits is charged with caring for and returning entry books of
his/her department, with the awards of each animal or article duly and properly entered
therein and each award signed by him/herself and the judges who make the awards, as it is

upon his record only that premiums can be paid.
EXHIBITOR’S DUTIES AND PRIVILEGES

Any person making an entry of an animal or article, misrepresenting the same in any way
will forfeit the premium and be excluded from competition.
Exhibitors will be required to keep their space and stalls in a clean condition by removing

any fifth and litter to where the sanitation force of the association may get to it with
convenience.

Livestock must be exhibited promptly when ordered to be shown

Tagging system for unclean stalls or pens. First offense - Yellow Tag - if the

superintendent of that species finds the stall or pen unclean, the individual using that stall
or pen has less than 10 hours, from the time that the tag was attached to clean the stall or
pen. If the stall or pen has not been cleaned within those allotted 10 hours, an Orange Tag
will be attached to the stall or pen by the superintendent of that species, but only after
consulting with another superintendent of another species about the situation. If both
superintendents feel it is necessary, the Orange Tag will be placed on the stall or pen. If it
is still not cleaned at the end of the 10 hours, a Red Tag will be issued. In order to issue a
Red Tag, the superintendent of that species must consult with a Fair Board Member and an
Extension Board Member or Extension Agent. If the three involved feel that the situation
deems the need of a Red Tag, it will be placed on the stall or pen and that individual must
remove their animal from the premises and will not receive any premium money.
All stalls and stall areas should be clean and presentable on premium sale day, in order to
go through the auction.

PREMIUM LIST
OPEN PREMIUM: In making payments for premiums awarded, no award will be recognized

except the superintendent’'s entry book proper

superintendent and judge of the department in which the exhibit would be entered. The Fair
Association will award a premier exhibitor banner in each species of Beef, Dairy, Sheep
and Swine to the showman of their choosing, based on numerous factors. (cleanliness,
approachability of exhibitor, and other factors that the fair association deem appropriate)
No prize will be awarded unless the animal or article is worthy and this shall be determined
by the judge. Exhibitors are expected to promptly obey orders of the management in
placing their stock on exhibition at all times and are subject to the instruction of the
superintendents of the department. Failure to comply with these regulations may cause a
forfeiture of any and all premiums due to such offenses. No premiums shall be awarded or
paid upon an animal or article for which no classification is provided or mention is made in
this list, hereafter published. ALL OPEN CLASS PREMIUMS AWARDED ARE PAYABLE
AT THE OFFICE OF THE CHEROKEE COUNTY AMERICAN LEGION FAIR
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ASSOCIATION ON FRIDAY, ONE HOUR AFTER COMPLETION OF DAIRY/DAIRY GOAT
SHOW UNTL 9 P.M. SATURDAY NIGHT. NO PREMIUMS WILL BE MAILED.

4-H/FFA PREMIUM: All prize money will be based on number of entrants and points
allowed by the Fair Board listed under each class. PREMIUM MONEY WILL BE PAID TO
EXHIBITORS AT THE EXTENSION OFFICE MEETING ROOM BETWEEN 4:00 P.M. AND
5:00 P.M., SATURDAY July 28™. Premiums not claimed at that time can be picked up at
the Extension Office during regular business hours after the fair. Any ribbon premium not
picked up by October 1% will be forfeited to fair board.
4-H/FFA RULES

NOTE: Regulations for 4-H/FFA Exhibits are subject to change. All announcements in
newsletter or newspaper take precedence if changes have occurred after fair book
has been taken to the printer. Each 4-H club member is encouraged to exhibit his/her
projects at the local county fair.
FAIRS AND SHOWS
4-H members wishing to participate in a competitive event have the responsibility to
ascertain the requirements established by sponsors of such an event. Those requirements
are likely to vary from event to event and from time to time. 4-H members have the option
of participating or not participating in those competitive events. Please note that rules and
regulations for those parts of the fair designated for participation by 4-H members must
conform to policies and procedures established by the Director of Extension. Participation
in 4-H fairs is to be based on two principles:

1. The exhibit should demonstrate knowledge and skills learned in a 4-H project

experience in a local 4-H club, group, event enrichment program, or individual

participation.

2. The member should not benefit economically from multiple premiums, auctions

or sales in major shows with the same exhibit.

An animal sold at a public auction or privately, whether for immediate or future delivery,
cannot from the time of such sale, be shown by the seller in any subsequent 4-H show.
This policy also applies to those animals which have gone through a premium auction,
whether or not ownership has changed. All exhibits are intended to be the result of
knowledge and skills gained in one or more 4-H experiences. Therefore, ownership time
periods may be established for certain exhibits by the various shows and listed in the
show's rules and regul ations.

Various 4-H/FFA events for the fair require pre-registration. If you plan to participate in any
of the following please use the forms included at the back of this book.

Late
entries will be taken beginning June 26" through June 29th until 5:00 p.m. with a $25.00
late fee per family. No entries will be taken after June 29th, 2018.
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NOTICE: All youth (4-H/FFA) livestock exhibitors must check in with their species
superintendent or County Agent to make sure their animals are correct in the entry book,
upon arrival at the fair.
4-H GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

SPECIAL NOTE: The 4-H/FFA youth organizations strive to develop life skills. These skills
will enable young people to meet the challenges of the adult world with confidence. Unless
the young people are allowed to perform tasks necessary to learn these skills, the goal of
developing capable people will not be met.
THEREFORE, beginning with the 1997 fair, the use of private and/or professional trainers
or fitters will not be allowed. If this situation occurs, the young person will be asked to
remove their animal from the fairgrounds and all premium money will be forfeited. This
applies to all animal exhibits.

4-H and FFA members are expected to wear appropriate show attire (no tank tops, halter

tops, shorts, or open toed shoes.) when showing their animals: horse, dog, rabbit, swine,
sheep, beef, dairy and goats. (Ask yourself; would these clothes meet my school’ sdress
code?) Cowboy hats are allowed to be worn in the show ring.

Premium Sale - if possible 4-H and FFA members are encouraged to wear T-shirts with
their designated emblem (4-H or FFA).

LIVESTOCK ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE - Early arrival of livestock is not encouraged
and ALL animals are to be removed by 8:00 a.m. on Sunday following the fair (unless
being loaded out to local lockers) so clean up can proceed.

CODE OF CONDUCT
The following are from the Kansas 4-H Events Code of Conduct and ALL youth
participating in the Cherokee County Fair are expected to follow them:

You are responsible for knowing the rules for each event.

Dress appropriately for each event. (see bullet point 1 under 4-H General Requirements)

Use language and manners that will bring respect to you and Kansas 4-H.

Know that the use of tobacco, alcohol and non-prescribed drugs are illegal and prohibited
at all 4-H events.

Model respect for others.

Treat program areas and vehicles with respect and care. You will be responsible for any
damage, theft, and/or misconduct in which you participate.

Help others to have a pleasant experience by making every attempt to include all
participants in the activities.

Live up to your highest expectations for yourself.

Harassment of any kind (for example: physical, social, emotional, sexual) is illegal and

prohibited at all 4-H events.
COPYRIGHT LAWS

Exhibitors should avoid using copyrighted materials whenever possible by exhibiting his/
her own original work. Exhibitors should use with caution a copyrighted and/or trademarked
product or service (a brand name, label or product.) The intent of using the copyright or
trademark materials for educational purposes such as an exhibit, educational poster/display
or public presentation is acceptable under the Fair Use” (“legal use” provision.) Fair Use”

is a provision of the current copyright law that allows reproduction without payment or
permission of limited portions of a copyrighted work for educational and other public
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interest purposes. Regardless of the Fair Use provision, the inference that a specific

name brand product is good or bad inherently, or through comparison, must be done
cautiously, using acceptable research/comparison methods and have a disclaimer that the
conclusions are those of the participant and not those of K-State Research and Extension.
A copyright and trademark are legal methods used by writers, artists, corporations and
others to protect their original work. Protected iteams may range from books, to music,
logos, to computer graphics.

4-H LIABILITY
Exhibits at the Cherokee County Fair are entered and displayed at the risk of the exhibitor.
Those members who have exhibits of great sentimental and/or monetary value should
carefully consider whether such exhibits should be exposed to the hazards of the fair. All
precautions will be made to protect exhibits.

1. The 4-H State Fair Rules prevail for 4-H Classification except where modified.
Exhibits which meet State qualifications will be designated by a state fair sticker.

2. 4-H & FFA members must belong to a Cherokee County 4-H or FFA Chapter.

3. All entries must be in place according to the general fair rules and members must
be enrolled in the project they are exhibiting, except where modified.

4. Purple denotes a superior exhibit; blue an excellent; red a good; white a merit
exhibit.

5.  All 4-H Club members and FFA members will compete in the same classes and
compete against each other.

6. All 4-H and FFA members will be eligible to compete in open class providing they
meet open class requirements.

7.  Each exhibit must be owned by the individual exhibitor. The exhibits must be
shown by exhibitor except when granted permission by species superintendent
or in cases of having a second animal. If a second animal is owned by the
exhibitor then a substitute showman may be selected but must be a current 4-H
or FFA member within Cherokee County.

8. All 4-H and FFA exhibits will be judged as stated in the Calendar of Events in this
premium book.

9. All non-livestock, 4-H and FFA exhibits must be in place by 10:00 a.m., Tuesday,
July 24th, unless stated otherwise under class requirements. Exhibits may be
checked in between 8:00 a.m. till 10:00 a.m. on Monday, July 23rd. All exhibits
are released Saturday, July 28" at 10:00 p.m. unless county extension agent
announces otherwise.

10. Pre-registrations are required by June 25" Entries received from June 26" — 29%"
by 5:00 p.m. will require a $25 late fee per family. After that date you will not be
allowed to participate. No phone entries accepted. Drop off, mail, or door slot at
the Extension Office.

11. 11.4-H/FFA families exhibiting livestock will receive two parking permits. These
will be distributed through the Extension Office beginning at noon Tuesday of fair
week.

12. An appeal and grievance committee consisting of: Clark Hall, Brad Wells, Rosalie
Lopp, Gary Drennan, and Dr. Kurtis Gregory will listen to and make decisions
concerning 4-H disputes. All appeals must be presented in writing with $25 Cash
to a member of the grievance committee. The money will be refunded if the
appeal is upheld, otherwise it will be donated to 4-H Council.

The following livestock health rules shall govern the admission of livestock to the fair
grounds.
FAIR HEALTH REQUIREMENTS
2018 Requirements for Kansas County Fairs Kansas Livestock

GENERAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: All animals are subject to examination by the
exhibition staff or their representatives and shall be free of clinical signs of infectious or
contagious disease. Health certificates and additional requirements shall be a county
option. Any animals presenting to the fair in a body condition score of 3/9 or less will not be
allowed to remain at the fair.

LIVESTOCK ORIGINATING FROM OTHER STATES GENERAL REQUIREMENTS:

All animals (cattle, bison, sheep, and goats), shall be free of clinical signs of infectious or
contagious disease and must be accompanied by a health certificate issued within 30 days
of exhibit. This must be available, upon request, to the exhibition staff. All animals, except
steers and spayed heifers, must be individually identified by official breed registration tattoo
or tag, USDA metal ear tag, or breed association ear notch for swine.

MARKET LIVESTOCK RULES

1. 4-H/FFA livestock must comply with health regulations. No tranquilized, drugged, or

needle injected for filling, animals will be allowed to be shown.

All market beef must have been born on or after January 1, of the previous year.

All feeder calves must have been born on or after September 1, of the previous year.

All market classes will be shown by weight rather than breed, Market Heifer will be

one class at this time.

5. There will be a rate-of-gain and showing phase in the lamb, feeder calf, meat goat,
swine, and beef market division. In all species each phase will be independent of the
other.

6. Each animal will be ear tagged at first weighing so animals can be permanently
identified. If tag is lost, contact the 4-H Agent.

7. Each 4-H/FFA member will be limited to carry and show two animals of each species,
i.e. 2 beef market, 2 lambs, 2 barrows or gilts, 2 feeder calves, 2 meat goats, 2 broiler
pens for the County Fair. Additional ani mal
other shows. If you weigh in more than 2 animals at first weigh you specify at first
weigh in, which 2 will be used for market.

8. Livestock classes will have a Junior, Intermediate, and Senior Division. A senior 4-
H/FFA member is one who is 14 -18 years old on January 1 of the current year. An
Intermediate is between the ages of 10-13 as of January 1 of the current year, and a
Junior is between the ages of 7-9 as of January 1 of the current year.

9. Only one animal can be sold through the premium sale ring per member.

10. Both ewe lambs and wethers can be shown in the market class, barrows and gilts can
be shown in the market hog class, and does and wethers goats can be shown in the
market class. Feeder calves may be steers or heifers.

11. NO BULLS, BOARS OR RAMS WILL BE ALLOWED TO SHOW OR SELL,

ANY MALE ANIMAL WITH EVIDENCE OF TESTICLES PRESENT AT FIRST
WEIGHING WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE PROJECT. THIS
RULE WILL BE ENFORCED.

12. All market animals must have an official 4-H ear tag and have been weighed in at the
initial weigh in. All goats & sheep must have scrapie tags at first weigh in. Market
steers and heifers will be weighed the first time on February 23rd. Feeder calves will
be weighed on April 20", swine will be weighed on April 21%, and market lambs and

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meat goats will be weighed on April 23", Dates are subject to change. Feeder
calves must weigh a minimum of 275 and a maximum of 650 at initial weigh-in. Feeder
calves must gain 1 pound a day. Feeder Calves must weigh less than 1,000 Ibs at fair
weigh in. Market calves must be less than 1,000 Ibs at the first weigh in. Animals will
only be weighed once initial weigh-in.

The official weight for all market livestock to terminate rate-of-gain contest and to
determine if animal sells, will be on the date of final official weigh in. Animals will be
weighed only once to determine sale eligibility and show weight classification. When
making Family Nominations for livestock, you must state which animal belongs to
whom before the animal steps on the scale. There will be no changes after the animal
steps on the scale.
